1. Have some basic understanding of SQL Server 2008

2. Download: you can download SQL Server 2008 (Developer or Enterprise edition) from the
MSDNAA (http://msdn.e-academy.com/elms/Storefront/Storefront.aspx?campus=gsu_cis).
You need to use a virtual DVD application or burn the image to a DVD.
3. Installation: the following web resource for installation are recommended:

Use your first name to name the database and your last name
to name the table.
e Take two screenshots of the table you created using the SQL Server Management
Studio: one with the design view and one with the data view (see sample screenshots
at the end).
